WHERE IS LITTLE SABLE
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Little Sable is located in the Khwai Private Reserve, 
a 200,000-hectare area of pristine wilderness in the 
Greater Okavango. The reserve is bordered by Moremi 
to the south, Savuti to the north and the Khwai 
Community Reserve to the east – in other words, in 
the middle of some of the most famous and iconic 
game-viewing areas on the continent!

WHEN IS A GOOD TIME TO GO
Little Sable is open year-round with excellent game 
viewing throughout the seasons. Water levels are 
highest in April to October for exploring on mokoros 
and boats. At other times of year, water activities may 
be restricted.
Dry season: April – October
Green season: November – March

HOW DO I GET THERE
Fly to Maun (direct flights are available from Cape Town 
and Johannesburg) and switch to a light aircraft to fly to 
our airstrip in the Khwai Private Reserve. Road transfers 
from Maun and self-drive options are also available – 
please contact us for details.

WHERE WILL I STAY
Little Sable has 6 twin/double rooms and 2 family rooms, 
all of which are tented and raised on wooden platforms 
to maximise the views across the grasslands. Each room 
has a ceiling fan and ensuite bathroom with indoor and 
outdoor showers, plus a private veranda.

WHAT WILL I EAT
Our wonderful chefs have a reputation for their
hearty, wholesome meals. Please let us know of
any dietary requirements before arrival.
